Mapping Activities & Assessments to Outcomes
· First, determine topics for each week/Canvas module and what outcomes will be covered. 
· Limit outcomes to 3-5 per week/module. Weekly outcomes should connect to course essential objectives, and all essential objectives must be addressed in at least one Canvas module of the course. Some essential objectives will cover more than one week/module.
· Next, using backward design, decide what assessments will best measure students’ achievement of the outcomes. Consider a diversity of assessment strategies to address different learning styles and opportunities to demonstrate learning.
